Wilder's play would make a great musical. He enlisted Gewer Champion and
Michael Stewart, who had both worked for him on Carmivail, to be the
directorichoreographer and beok writar for the show. To write the score, Merrick
called Jerry Horman, a shy young = . S
songwriter who'd had a great hit 1~ L2 ¢ 14 R
at the age of 26 with a Greanwich
Village revue callad Nighicap.
Merrick had alzo seen and
admired Herman's 1961
Broadway musical, Milk and
Honey, about the young state of
lsraal,

Herman entered Merrick's
red offico with no little
trepidation; Merrick’s reputation
had preceded him.

Mamick, deaply imprassed, took
Gower Champion to ses Channing so aho could read for him. Thay anded up dis-
cussing the role until § in the moming. It was ovarpowaring. The role was hors.

The show began its aut-of-town try-out at Detroit's Fisher Theatra In late Fall
1563, But it wae not yot In focuz and audientes wers not anthusliastic. Tha Datroit
reviowars doubited it would even reach New York. One headiined his review,
“Gocdhys, Dollyl”

ARer considerable rewriting {including the addition of “Bafore the Parade
Passas By," necessitating a new sot and many lavish costumes)], Hello Dofly? moved
on to Washington's Hatdonal Theatrs, whara it was recelved enthuslastically. Dolly
now looked like it might be a huge hit.

That hunch was confimmed when It opened at the 54 Jamas Theatre on Janu-
ary 16, 1964 and received ecetatic reviews_ In thosa traumatic months fellowing the
aszaszsination of John F. Kennedy, Hallo, Dollyf waa the porfoct antidote to melan-
chaly. The acore had graat appeal. Channing's porformance was efarvascent. The
laviah sats and costumas avoked 8 more innocent, happiar New York. If any muslcal
wias ljkaly to raise the spirits of its audlence, it was Halta, Dolly!. And sa it has, for
more than thirty years.
